CVYSA is a community of soccer families dedicated to supporting the growth of players
by emphasizing sportsmanship, skill and service. Because CVYSA is a non-profit
organization, its member families have the opportunity to defray association, player and
team expenses by volunteering knowledge, time and materials. Volunteering enables the
Association to keep player fees as low as possible.

Competent, enthusiastic volunteers allow the club to host special events, tournaments and
tryouts. This builds a more positive environment for club members as well as the
community.

Each CVYSA family is required to volunteer for at least ONE volunteer opportunity with
a minimum of 8 hours for each soccer year a player is registered with CVYSA, including
CVYSA Classic, Challenge and/or Academy programs, beginning May 31, 2010 and
ending May 31, 2011.

Volunteers will check-in when appropriate and hours will be tracked by Volunteer
Coordinator with assistance of Team Managers. $100 fee will be imposed if volunteer
hours not met.
